City. Annually, during that weekend, we hold our spring Quarterly Meetings at the cultural center of the
Chian Federation. From 2007-2010, the Chios Radio Hour live worldwide broadcast from NYC provided
many Greeks from all over the world an opportunity to hear about our customs, traditions, music, and
current news and to communicate with each other. Our membership in the American Hellenic Institute
supports that organization in promoting our Greek issues from their offices in Washington. We have
even contributed towards simple causes like providing a proper funeral and burial for a disadvantaged
member in California who was deceased in the morgue for a month without any family left to tend to his
last respects.

This year, we expect to feature and proudly support our Chian clergyman from Athens, Fr. Antonios,
who with his Kivoto Tou Kosmou (Ark of the World) organization has brought hope and joy to many
disadvantaged children. The dynamic volunteer firefighters of Didymes, Chios and the Omada Aegaiou
group of worldwide Greek doctors who volunteer their services to the people of the Aegean Islands are
both in need of firefighting and medical supplies and equipment. Our duty is to assist them in acquiring
the much needed items so they can continue to do their charitable work in the coming years. We also
will promote the family fund of Stefanos Liparos from Lithi, Chios, who is suffering from terminal
leukemia and has two young children.

Every name you see on our letterhead is a person who volunteers their spare time toward our causes.
No position is a paid one and nobody gets reimbursed for any travel expenses. The current Supreme
President and all the past ones on the Board of Directors have always accepted the financial
responsibility of carrying the title. We thank you again for all your past and future support. Please feel
free to contact any of our officers, or write to us by e-mail or postal mail with any questions, concerns or
comments.
